There is always so much to get done at the beginning of each school year with your student’s classes. We also want your child to have all he/she needs for the clinic.  
Please be sure to turn in all paperwork needed: 
· Emergency card- would have been given to your student during open house or first day of school to have returned to their homeroom teacher. 
· PRN acetaminophen and antihistamine administration form- were given out with the emergency cards. Please be sure to sign ALL spaces where a signature is required unless you do not wish your child to have that particular medication. 
· Care plans- last year, at the end of school parents were mailed out care plans for students with health concerns. Please have these filled out by your physician and returned to the clinic. 
· Caredox- This is a fairly new computer program that keeps all of your child’s visits to the clinic safely stored on the computer. Only you and the clinic nurse are able to access their records and no information is ever given away. It functions the same as hospital records.
